Useful to know

Puylaurens

Cash machines and post office

There is a cash machine at Crédit Agricole bank in the centre of Puylaurens, on the corner of avenue de Castres and avenue de Revel. Alternatively there is one half way along the main high street, on the opposite side of the road to the post office.

Supermarkets

Carrefour Contact: take the avenue de Revel and this supermarket is about a kilometre from the centre in the part of the village known as ZA de la Plaine St Martin. Good cheese and meat.

Intermarché: opposite Carrefour. Good fish.

Auchan: for a large hypermarket, head towards Castres and you will find this on your left.

As you will probably be aware, most French shops usually shut at lunchtimes and are closed on Sundays. Carrefour however stays open through lunch on weekdays. So if you are arriving after 19.00 on Saturday, email us a shopping list beforehand, and we’ll buy what food and drink you order to see you through the rest of the weekend.

Recycling

Basic recycling bins are on the corner of rue Edouard Vairette and impasse Victor Batut, by the municipal tennis courts. Take the avenue de Revel, and just past the gendarmerie turn left at the sign to “Crabille la Nouvelle”.

Tourist Information 

The Office du Tourisme is at 1 rue du Marché, next to the church in the centre of the village. In summer it is open Tuesday-Saturday 10.00 to 12.00 and 14.00 to 18.00. In winter it is open Tuesday-Saturday 09.30 to 12.00 and 14.00 to 17.30. 

Markets

In Puylaurens this is every Wednesday in the morning – most stalls are finished for the day by around 12.00. 

On Saturdays, there is a large market in the historic town of Revel, about 12 kilometres south of Puylaurens – recommended.

Emergency services

Do not be alarmed if occasionally you hear a loud siren coming from the village. This is to summon the part-time volunteers of the emergency services (sapeurs-pompiers) from their jobs or their beds to attend to a road accident or fire etc.
